Several Attend Wellness Clinic

Freeman Health System sponsored a stroke screening at the Seneca Board of Education Office on June 1. Freeman Hospital in Joplin provided workers to do the blood work and Life Line Screening ran diagnostic tests on individuals who had made appointments for the screening.

A complete wellness package was offered to individuals wishing to have the screenings. The package consisted of four screenings and included a free osteoporosis screening, all for just $129.

Manager of the team performing the tests was Amid Cornelius. The team traveled from Springfield. 

Lifeline Screening's home office opened for business in 1996 and is located in Cleveland. There are 62 teams of technologists in the U.S.

The four screenings included: 

· A carotid doppler was done to determine if an abnormal collection of calcium and cholesterol on the artery walls. This buildup can restrict blood flow to the brain or break off and become lodged in a blood vessel.

· An abdominal aortic aneurysm screening was performed by using a non-invasive ultrasound screening. AAA is most often caused by plaque buildup or atherosclerosis. 

· A PAD (Peripheral Arterial Disease) screening was used to screen for plaque buildup in the arms and legs.

· Osteoporsis screening is an ultrasound performed to determine abnormal bone mass density in men and women.

Twenty-two people from the Seneca area took advantage of the screenings.
The team from Life Line Screenings will return to the Seneca area next year.
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
